Seasoned and versatile, Savage treats audiences to a top-tier repertoire per-
formed with a unique combination of sophistication and soulful energy.

Over the years, Colleens trademark exuberance has powered several
groups of note in the Vancouver jazz scene, including Gettin' Off Easy
and Badazjazz. Her collaboration with the dynamic quintet Mother of
Pearl included the creation of the stage production sheBOP! A Century
of Jazz Compositions by Canadian Women
(2001), two record albums, and two tours to
major jazz festivals in Canada and the US.

Savage has worked with the most accom-
plished jazz artists in Vancouver and contin-
ues to attract the very best players to accom-
pany her on stage. She plays regularly with
noted Vancouver pianist Ron Johnston and
bassist Dave Guiney.

Her first CD Hallelujah! presented an

eclectic mix of her favourite tunes including

compositions by Duke Ellington, Ray Charles,
Thelonius Monk (with lyrics by Colleen), and Canadian songwriter
Candace Carnie. Her next recording project is scheduled for the fall of
2010 in New Orleans.
